• Serving: Greet and serve food to the family and guests with warmth and respect 

• Cleanup: Assist in clearing tables, washing dishes, and restoring the space to its

Expectations 

• Serve as needed based on funeral schedules (which may be on short notice) 

• Arrive promptly when scheduled and fulfill assigned duties with a cheerful attitude 

• Represent Christ and FCC with compassion and respect toward grieving families 

• Work under the direction of the Funeral Dinners Ministry Leader 

• Communicate in advance if unable to fulfill your commitment for a particular event
