TODAY'S FESTIVAL IS A BRIDGE BETWEEN THE ADVENT-CHRISTMAS-
EPIPHANY CYCLE THAT COMES TO A CLOSE TODAY AND THE LENT-EASTER
CYCLE THAT BEGINS IN SEVERAL DAYS. ON A HIGH MOUNTAIN JESUS IS
REVEALED AS GOD’S BELOVED SON, ECHOING THE WORDS AT HIS BAPTISM.
THIS VISION OF GLORY SUSTAINS US AS JESUS FACES HIS IMPENDING
DEATH IN JERUSALEM. WE TURN THIS WEEK TO ASH WEDNESDAY AND OUR
YEARLY BAPTISMAL JOURNEY FROM LENT TO EASTER. SOME CHURCHES
PUT ASIDE THE ALLELUIA AT THE CONCLUSION OF TODAY’'S LITURGY. THIS
WORD OF JOY WILL BE OMITTED DURING THE PENITENTIAL SEASON OF
LENT AND WILL BE SUNG ACAIN AT EASTER.



EXODUS 24:12-18

12 THE LORD SAID TO MOSES, ‘COME UP TO ME ON THE MOUNTAIN AND WAIT
THERE; | WILL GIVE YOU THE TABLETS OF STONE, WITH THE LAW AND THE
COMMANDMENT, WHICH | HAVE WRITTEN FOR THEIR INSTRUCTION.” 13 SO MOSES
SET OUT WITH HIS ASSISTANT JOSHUA, AND MOSES WENT UP ONTO THE
MOUNTAIN OF GOD. 14 TO THE ELDERS HE HAD SAID, "WAIT HERE FOR US, UNTIL
WE COME BACK TO YOU. LOOK, AARON AND HUR ARE WITH YOU; WHOEVER HAS A
DISPUTE MAY GO TO THEM.”

15 THEN MOSES WENT UP ON THE MOUNTAIN, AND THE CLOUD COVERED THE
