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About the First Sunday in Lent

Following His Baptism, Jesus is “led up by the
Spirit into the wilderness to be tempted by the
devil” (Matt. 4:1). As He takes upon Himself the
curse of our sin and sets Himself against our
enemy, He trusts His Father’'s voice and waits
upon His Father’'s hand for all things. The devil
questions His sonship, but the beloved and well-
pleasing Son remains faithful and lives “by every
word that comes from the mouth of God” (Matt.
4:4). Jesus patiently suffers hunger in His
mortal flesh and returns to the dust whence
man was taken, and by His pain He brings forth
food for all the children of men (Gen. 3:18-19).
By the sweat of His brow, we eat the fruit of His
cross, even as our nakedness is covered by His
righteousness. Although all people live in
bondage to death through the trespass of the
first man, Adam, all the more “have the grace of
God and the free gift by the grace of that one
man Jesus Christ abounded for many” (Rom.
515). His righteous obedience ‘leads to
justification and life for all men” (Rom. 5:18).

Epistle
The Epistle is from Romans, chapter five.

Therefore, just as sin came into the world
through one man, and death through sin, and
so death spread to all men because all
sinned— for sin indeed was in the world
before the law was given, but sin is not
counted where there is no law. Yet death
reigned from Adam to Moses, even over those
whose sinning was not like the transgression
of Adam, who was a type of the one who was
to come. But the free gift is not like the
trespass. For if many died through one man’s
trespass, much more have the grace of God

Then the Lord God said to the woman, “What
is this that you have done?” The woman said,
“The serpent deceived me, and I ate.” The
Lord God said to the serpent, “Because you
have done this, cursed are you above all
livestock and above all beasts of the field; on
your belly you shall go, and dust you shall eat
all the days of your life. I will put enmity
between you and the woman, and between
your offspring and her offspring; he shall
bruise your head, and you shall bruise his
heel.” To the woman he said, “I will surely
multiply your pain in childbearing; in pain you
shall bring forth children. Your desire shall be
for your husband, and he shall rule over you.”
