Children's Sermon: Measuring God's Love (John 3:14-21)

One of my favorite Bible verses begins, "For God so loved the world" (John 3:16).
| was thinking about that verse and wondering just how great God's love is and
how we could measure it.

This morning, | brought several things that we often use to measure stuff. |
thought they might help us measure God's love.

Sometimes we measure ingredients. If | were making some cookies, which of
these would | use to make sure that | put in exactly the right amount of flour,
sugar, and milke (Allow kids to pick between the measuring cup, a tape
measure, and a watch.) That's right, we would use a measuring cup for
cookies, but | wonder if we might use a measuring cup to measure God's love?2
The Bible says, "The Lord is my shepherd, | shall not want....my cup runneth over"
(Psalm 23:1,5). Well, if our cup runs over with God's love, | guess we couldn’t use
a measuring cup to measure it.

If we were building something, which of these would | use to measure the
length, width, and height of different things¢ (Allow kids to pick between the
measuring cup, a tape measure, and a watch.) That's right, a tape measure,
but | wonder if we might use a tape measure to measure God's love? The Bible
tells us that God's love is higher than the heavens (Psalm 108:4). If God's love is
higher than the heavens, | don't think we could use a tape measure to measure
it, could we

Which of these would | use to measure time? (Allow kids to pick between the
measuring cup, a tape measure, and a watch.) We use a watch to measure
time. There will probably be some people here this morning who will use their
watches to measure how long the pastor's sermon lasts. | wonder if we could use
a watch to measure how long God's love will last. The Bible tells us that God's
love is from everlasting to everlasting (Psalm 103:17). Wow! If God's love is from
everlasting to everlasting, | guess we couldn’t measure it with a watch.



"For God so loved the world, that He gave His one and only Son that whoever
believes in Him shall not perish but have eternal life" (John 3:16). How do you
measure a love like that? We can't measure it. We don't need to, but we do
need to experience it.

My prayer for you today is, "That you may understand how wide, how long, how

high, and how deep His love really is. May you experience it, though it is so great
you will never fully understand it" (Ephesians 3:18-19).

Dear God, we thank You for Your love—a love so great that You gave Your one

and only Son so that we could have eternal life. In Jesus’ name, amen.

Overflowing Cup Craft
Object Connection: Measuring Cup

= Materials:
o Paper cups (or printed cup template)
o Blue tissue paper or cotton balls
e Markers
« GClue
» Stickers (hearts, crosses, stars)

What They Do:
1. Each child decorates a paper cup.
2. Glue cotton or tissue at the top so it looks like the cup is overflowing.
3. Write on the cup:
“God'’s love overflows!” - Psalm 23

O Teaching Moment:
Explain that when the Bible says “my cup runneth over” (Psalm 23), it means
God gives us more love than we can hold!
