Imagine the scene.

A young man trained as a carpenter senses a call from God at the age of thirty. He has no formal
theological education, only a deep, steady conviction that God is doing something decisive in his
life.

He steps into line. He is baptized. And in a breathtaking moment, the heavens open. The Spirit
descends.

And yet, there is no celebration. No coronation. No reception in the fellowship hall. No handshake
in the narthex. No time to savor the moment.

Instead, the Spirit leads him straight into the wilderness.

Before there is preaching, before there are miracles, before there are crowds, there is testing.
This Sunday, the First Sunday of Lent, we step into that wilderness with Jesus. Our text is
Matthew 4:1—-11. Join us as we continue the story and consider what it means that the Spirit

sometimes leads us not into applause, but into places of trial—and transformation.
