Confession of Sin

The silent prayer of
confession is the time to
examine yourself, confess
your sins, and repent. It is the
appropriate time to pray,
‘Search me, O God, and know
my heart; try me and know my
thoughts; and see if there is
any wicked way in me and
lead me in the way
everlasting’ (Psalm 139:23-
24).

The corporate confession of
our sin calls upon God to show
mercy to His people who
repent. We beseech the Lord
in humility.
