e That God would re-align our priorities and that we would experience a renewed
passion to invest our time, our money, our attention, our energy, and our influence
into things that have eternal value.

e That God would reveal Himself in a very personal way to those who have never made
Jesus the foundation of their life, and that they surrender their life to Him.

e That every person of our church and community would experience an awakening of
Truth that prompts them to pursue God with all their heart, all their soul, all their
mind, and all their strength.
