
 

What does it mean to know you are saved—not just hope so, not just work toward it, not just
believe it intellectually—but to possess a deep, settled assurance in your heart?

This Third Sunday of Lent, we will explore Romans 5:1–11 in a sermon titled “Hope and
Assurance.” In this powerful passage, the Apostle Paul declares: “Therefore, since we are
justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ.” But what does that
peace feel like? How does it sustain us through suffering? 

We will be viewing this text through a Wesleyan lens, drawing from the life and spiritual journey of
John Wesley. On May 24, 1738, at a small meeting on Aldersgate Street, Wesley famously wrote
that his “heart was strangely warmed.” That evening marked a turning point—not in his theology
alone—but in his personal assurance of salvation.

Before Aldersgate, Wesley diligently pursued holiness, discipline, and sanctification. After
Aldersgate, he understood something deeper: that justification by faith brings not only
forgiveness, but confidence—an inward witness of the Spirit confirming that we are children of
God.

During Lent—a season often associated with repentance and reflection—we will consider this
question: Are we striving to earn what Christ has already secured? Or are we living from the
assurance that we are already reconciled to God?

You will not want to miss this worship experience. Come ready to reflect, to be challenged, and
perhaps even to discover anew the assurance that transforms faith from effort into joy.
Join us this Third Sunday of Lent as we rediscover the peace, hope, and confidence that come
through Christ alone.
