Paula Muyskens did not have cataract surgery on Tuesday. Instead, she had surgery for corneal irregularity issues on 
her right eye. Paula expects the same on her left eye this coming Tuesday. Cataract surgery is expected to follow in the 
coming months. Pray for clear vision and good recovery.  
   
Helen Mars suffered a hemorrhaged blood vessel in her eye. She can’t see out of that eye.  Helen underwent surgery on 
Thursday. Pray for renewed vision.  
   
Lane Coulander met with his orthopedic surgeon and specialist in Sioux Falls on Wednesday, and a same-day surgery is 
now anticipated to happen soon. Images indicate there is a crack all the way across his femur at the site of a large empty 
bone cyst in this femur. This empty cyst is something his medical team has always been aware of, and it has been 
monitored for years, but they believe the next best step is to fill the empty cyst with a medical type of bone cement, and 
his surgeon will also add an additional screw to the bottom of the permanent rod already in his femur. Meanwhile, Lane 
will need to refrain from things like P.E. class and continue to use the crutches as needed, but Lane may drive until the 
surgery date.
