Text: Philippians 2:5-11

Key ideas from the sermon:

1. Jesus is the Christ: God's anointed rescuing King from the line of David who will rule
forever

2. Jesus is God's only Son: He is in unique relationship with God ‘'l and the father are one’'.

3. Jesusis our Lord: Jesus accepted the designation of Lord, which was only reserved for
referring to God.

4. Jesus is conceived by the Holy Spirit, born of the virgin Mary: Jesus is from God and also
fully human.

5. As aresult of Jesus being God and man he can be our mediator, he can sympathise with
our weakness and he can be our friend.

Bible Study: The Swedish Method [Phil2:5-11]

1. Begin by praying, asking God to speak through His Word

2. Read the Bible passage aloud, being careful to read slowly
