Dear Pastor and Church,

| want to begin by thanking you for your continual support through prayer, service, and finances. You have helped us reach where we are
today, and we cannot move forward into what we believe God is calling us to without you. This truth was reinforced during an interview | had
with a fellow church planter who began his work 20 years ago on the West Side. He told me that you cannot make it without prayer and
financial support from churches that share your vision for reaching people for Christ in major cities.

With each of these letters leading up to our first Sunday morning service, | want to make sure you understand something a mentor often tells
me: “We are not waiting; we are working.” To live that out, I'm sharing with you one thing I've been learning and one thing I've been doing. What
I've been learning comes from a quote in one of the books from my training program: “God’s church preaching God's gospel is God's strategy for
change in our world. The greatest need for our cities, many of which are less than one percent gospel-believing, is the renewing light of the
gospel.” (Jon Dennis). And one thing I've been doing is intentionally engaging new people as | meet them in everyday life.

When you intentionally engage new people, you see God answer prayers for real connections with those who need Christ. One exampleis a
man | met at Panera, where | often work on training and sermon preparation. I've been talking with him regularly and encouraging him to come
to church. He isn't actively involved in a church, and from what | can tell, he knows about God but doesn't have a salvation testimony. Please pray
that God continues to work in his heart and that I'm given a chance to clearly share the gospel with him. Also, please keep praying that God
opens more doors for us to build relationships with people just like him.

| also want to give you insight into what we're facing as we seek to reach people with the gospel. Recently, during lunch between an outreach
event and my afternoon study time, | overheard five high school girls telling jokes that made me laugh—until their next comment stopped me
cold: “I have never read the Bible, not once.” These girls attend the high school right beside my home, right here in America, in a major city, and
they have never opened a Bible. | don't remove responsibility from parents or the girls, because they have access, but | do want you to feel the
weight of this reality: we are ministering to a city and a younger generation that is not only rejecting Christ's claims—they are unaware of them.
