Notice what Exodus says about our enemies’ ox-what’s the
biggest difference between Exodus and Deuteronomy?

What is God telling us to do? If your enemy’s animal has fallen
and collapsed, don't just walk by and say, “That’s what you get”.

What we see from David in Psalm 7 is profound. He is praying to
God that his enemies take his soul if he has treated good and

bad people badly, clearly telling us that even the evil doers
don't deserve to be treated as

Sacrificial love in the Bible is defined by

and putting others above oneself, best exemplified by Jesus
Christ’s death for you and I.

Note the parallel of Adam and Eve and our Lord Jesus-preparing
to absolve the sins of not just Adam and Eve, but of all humanity
and, yes, even of these soldiers who are mocking Him and
beating Him.

If you are a lukewarm Christian, call out to God to convict you
and to show you your shortcomings. Brothers and sisters-HONOR
THE LORD AND HE WILL HONOR YOU.
