 This passage signifies the reality
of intense persecution, the

immediate conscious presence of
believers with God, and the

certainty of future divine
judgment



"Under the Altar": Symbolizes their lives were offered as a sacrifice to God, similar
to blood poured at the base of the Old Testament altar.

"Souls of those... slain": Indicates that martyrs are conscious, active, and present
with God immediately after death.

"How long, O Lord...": This cry is not for personal vengeance but a request for divine
justice and the vindication of God's holiness.

Key Meaning and Symbolism:



"White Robes": Represent purity, victory, and the righteousness of Christ given
to the martyrs.

"Rest a little while longer": God instructs them to wait until the full number of
martyrs, likely those dying during the Tribulation, is reached.
