and bookbinder spine tape used for proper long-term repairs.

Please deliver BCPs in need of TLC to one of the sidespersons, noting the affliction you
have discovered. The hymn books and Books of Alternative Services are also in need of
intervention and restoration. Treat them gently for now, do not give them to the
sidespersons, but do watch for a Book Hospital work bee. Training for Book Hospital staff
will be provided in the fall for those who might want to join in.
