Vicars voice
   

St. Patrick    

  

This Tuesday we will observe St Patrick’s Day. Many will mark the occasion 

by wearing something green, while others will raise a glass to toast Patrick. 

Also, many establishments in the community will be adorned with 

shamrocks –saluting the Saint.  But, for all the celebrating and “toasting,” 

does anyone really know who Patrick was or what he was about?  

 

Born in Devon England in the 5th Century, Patrick introduced Christianity to 

the Northern Regions of Ireland. The details of Patrick’s “initial 

introduction” to Ireland are fascinating. When he was a young man, he was 

kidnapped, sold into slavery, and held in Ireland for six years. Following 

that traumatic time, he returned to Britain.   

 

Remarkably, Patrick’s experience did not harden him. Rather, he allowed 

God to use that experience to develop his character. Patrick responded to a 

calling to be a priest. In 438, after his ordination and subsequent consecration 

as Bishop, he was given charge of the land in which he had been previously 

held captive.  The mantle of leadership weighed heavily upon Patrick’s 

shoulders. He often struggled with feelings of unworthiness.   

 

Despite all his challenges, he was a strong and courageous leader. He 

encouraged those in his charge, to develop the contemplative Christian life, 

and grow in their relationship with Jesus.  The Hymn “St Patrick’s 

Breastplate”—commonly attributed to Patrick, though not composed by 

him, accurately describes his desire and his life.  It provides us a window 

into the character and theology of this godly man.   

 

Examine closely for example, verse 6 of the hymn:   

Christ be with me, Christ within me,   

Christ behind me, Christ before me,   

Christ beside me, Christ to win me,   

Christ to comfort, and restore me.   

Christ beneath me, Christ above me,  

Christ in quiet, Christ in danger,   

Christ in hearts of all that love me,   

Christ in mouth of friend and stranger.  

  

 While God did not prevent Patrick from experiencing tremendous hardship 

and trouble, Patrick experienced God’s nearness and Presence through all 

the difficulty. The Hymn listed earlier is testimony to this truth.  

 

As it was with Patrick, from time to time, God allows us to have difficulty and 

challenges. It is my prayer that we too would “tuck into” Jesus’ arms and seek 

refuge and consolation from Him. Out of the difficulty, God will fashion is us His 

masterpiece.
