We give thanks for all the departed who had the mind of Christ and were humble
servants of God. For ourselves, that we may be obedient unto death, let us pray to the
Lord. Lord have mercy.

Into your hands, O God, we commend ourselves and all for whom we pray, through your
Son, Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.
