4 Keys to Patience

When it comes to patience, I’ve had little. I was in a hurry, impatient, 

and rude for years. Slowly but surely, here’s how I’m moving forward. 
 

1. Control the controllables, set aside what you can’t control – Former 
San Franciso Giant pitcher, Jeremy Affeldt, was asked, “What’s the 

most important things you learned in 14 years of the majors?” He said, 

“Don’t focus on the uncontrollables. Focus on the current situation and 
on what you can affect.” It’s like the Serenity Prayer, “God, grant me 

the serenity to accept the things I cannot change, courage to change 
the things I can, and wisdom to know the difference.” Once I’ve
