Understanding the Nobleman’s Instructions

The nobleman gave each servant a mina and told them to “engage in business” until he returned. This command was not arbitrary; it was a deliberate strategy to test the servants’ faithfulness and resourcefulness. The nobleman wanted to see how they would use the resources he entrusted to them, and he expected them to produce a return.

This parable is a reminder that God has entrusted us with resources and talents, and He expects us to use them wisely and for His glory. We must be faithful and strategic in our stewardship, knowing that one day we will give an account for how we used what was given to us.
