
My response to today’s message

Information without application falls short of God’s best for us.  He wants us to apply what we learn so that we will change and grow, becoming more like Christ.  The following questions are for personal and group study to move us from hearing the message to living a life of joy.

1) Read Mark 11:1-11.  From a human perspective, what was unexpected about the way Jesus entered Jerusalem?

2) In light of the response that Jesus received, what were the expectations of the crowd?  The disciples (see Mark 10:37)?  Jesus?  How were the people’s expectations different from Jesus?

3) Why a lowly donkey (colt) for Jesus (v. 4)?  See Zechariah 9:9.

4) Review and discuss the five specific qualities that marked this as a day of triumph for Jesus.  Then, review and discuss how, in and through knowing Christ as Savior and Lord, we can triumph in five parallel ways (see 2 Corinthians 2:14; 1 Corinthians 15:57).  Take time to answer the five application questions and share your responses.

5) Have you ever misunderstood Jesus’ purposes, praising Him one day and despairing the next? Explain and discuss.

6) What do you find most significant about Jesus’ triumphal entry into Jerusalem?  Why?  

7) Is Jesus your King?  If so, what convinced you that Jesus is your King?  If not yet, remember, spiritual opportunities don’t last forever.  Your King has come.  What is your response to this King? 

8) Respond to this passage in prayer, praising the King of peace and asking that His Kingdom might be established.

9) Pray with and for one another in your small group, focusing on how you can implement the simple, three step outreach strategy of Prayer—Care–Share this week as we strive to know Christ and make Him known.

“A Day of Triumph” (Mark 11:1-11)

1 As they approached Jerusalem and came to Bethphage and Bethany at the Mount of Olives, Jesus sent two of his disciples, 2 saying to them, “Go to the village ahead of you, and just as you enter it, you will find a colt tied there, which no one has ever ridden. Untie it and bring it here. 3 If anyone asks you, ‘Why are you doing this?’ say, ‘The Lord needs it and will send it back here shortly.’” 

4 They went and found a colt outside in the street, tied at a doorway. As they untied it, 5 some people standing there asked, “What are you doing, untying that colt?” 6 They answered as Jesus had told them to, and the people let them go. 7 When they brought the colt to Jesus and threw their cloaks over it, he sat on it. 8 Many people spread their cloaks on the road, while others spread branches they had cut in the fields. 9 Those who went ahead and those who followed shouted, 

“Hosanna!” 

“Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord!”

10 “Blessed is the coming kingdom of our father David!”

“Hosanna in the highest heaven!” 

11 Jesus entered Jerusalem and went into the temple courts. He looked around at everything, but since it was already late, he went out to Bethany with the Twelve.
