3 Read Hebrews 11:1. How does this passage define faith, and how
does this passage speak about faith differently than how you
might think of blind faith?

4 Read 1 Corinthians 15:1-8. What two evidence does this passage
give to the Christian faith? Why might that evidence be really
compelling then…and now? What evidence for the gospel story
have you heard…encourage each other with this.

5 Read Romans 1:1-4. What evidence for the faith does Paul
reference and why do you think he references that over being
an eyewitness to the resurrection?

6 How do prophecy and history work together as helping to give
certainty to the Christian faith?

7 God has not left us in the dark but has made himself known
and given evidence for his presence and his work through
Jesus, how does Easter Sunday impact your faith in Jesus?

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1Paul, a servant of Christ Jesus, called to be an apostle and set apart for the
gospel of God—  2the gospel he promised beforehand through his prophets in
the Holy Scriptures  3regarding his Son, who as to his earthly life was a
descendant of David,  4and who through the Spirit of holiness was appointed the
Son of God in power by his resurrection from the dead: Jesus Christ our Lord.

The Resurrection of Christ
 1Now, brothers and sisters, I want to remind you of the gospel I preached to you,
which you received and on which you have taken your stand. 2By this gospel you
are saved, if you hold firmly to the word I preached to you. Otherwise, you have
believed in vain.
 3For what I received I passed on to you as of first importance: that Christ died for
our sins according to the Scriptures, 4that he was buried, that he was raised on
the third day according to the Scriptures, 5and that he appeared to Cephas, and
then to the Twelve. 6After that, he appeared to more than five hundred of the
brothers and sisters at the same time, most of whom are still living, though some
have fallen asleep. 7Then he appeared to James, then to all the apostles, 8and
last of all he appeared to me also, as to one abnormally born.
