Church Officer Nominations 
 
It is again time to nominate officer trainees to attend a training 
class for election in 2027. 
 
Nominations are now open for the congregation to recommend 
prospective candidates to the office of Elder or Deacon for training 
in 2026 and service in 2027. 
 
Those who are communicant members in good standing of Cedar 
Church may make nominations. 
 
Male communicant members in good standing are eligible to be 
nominated as follows: 
 
1. Please make your elder and deacon nominations in writing to 
the session at elders@cedarchurch.org. These names will be kept 
confidential among the elders. 
 

2. Each nominee approved by the session will be asked to undergo 
officer training. During that time, the men will be asked to 
prayerfully examine themselves to discern whether they believe 
God is calling them to this ministry at the present time. 
 

3. After officer training, nominees will be examined by the Session. 
Then, the names of those who have been certified by the Session 
will be announced to the congregation for its prayerful 
consideration. Only at this point will we have official candidates. 
 

4. Finally, the congregation will elect any Elder and Deacon 
candidates at the annual Congregational Meeting in January 2027. 
In February 2027, the men will be ordained and/or installed during 
a Sunday morning worship service.
