If you make a commitment to praying at home and praying with folks in the sanctuary, there will be a cost – your time, gas for the car, disrupted schedules, and you might have to miss a favorite TV show.  I mention this because Jesus gave this warning to the crowds in Luke 14:27-33: “27 And whoever does not bear his cross and come after Me cannot be My disciple. 28 For which of you, intending to build a tower, does not sit down first and count the cost, whether he has enough to finish it— 29 lest, after he has laid the foundation, and is not able to finish, all who see it begin to mock him, 30 saying, ‘This man began to build and was not able to finish’? 31 Or what king, going to make war against another king, does not sit down first and consider whether he is able with ten thousand to meet him who comes against him with twenty thousand? 32 Or else, while the other is still a great way off, he sends a delegation and asks conditions of peace. 33 So likewise, whoever of you does not forsake all that he has cannot be My disciple.”

Yes, this is a big commitment to times of prayer and seeking the place of travailing prayer.  
“Revival is not something that can be organized, but something that must be agonized in prayer.”

Evaluating the Servants’ Actions
Take a moment to evaluate what each servant did with their resources and see how they can inspire you to make the most of what you have been given.  The first servant invested his resources and earned an additional ten minas. The second servant also invested his resources and earned five more minas.  Both servants were commended by their master for their efforts and were given even more responsibility as a result.

On the other hand, the third servant buried his mina in the ground, fearing his master’s harshness. His inaction resulted in no profit, and he was rebuked by his master for not even putting the money in the bank to earn interest.  This servant was deemed unworthy, and his mina was taken away and given to the servant who had earned ten minas. This parable teaches us the importance of making the most of our resources and not being afraid to take risks in order to grow and develop.
