FROM PASTOR DYTON 

OUT OF MY MIND: 

"Forgive As We Have Been Forgiven" 

Is there someone you've been unwilling to forgive? Who is it that comes to mind? The truth is, 

there are some people in our lives that have caused such pain it will be impossible for us to for-

give in our own strength. The hurt is just too deep. We need God to help us do what we cannot 

do for ourselves. 

Being unwilling to forgive is an unwillingness to give God control. Getting even would be much 

easier, wouldn't it? So, how do you know when forgiveness is complete? Maybe that time 

comes when you can see that person and not get angry; or maybe that time has come when 

you no longer feel resentment and bitterness, just acceptance. Does that mean you trust that 

person?
