Most Sundays September through 
June, we have “Children’s Church” activities during the latter two-thirds of the 
service in the Lounge on the lower level, to which any pre-school through grade 5 
aged child is welcome! For those accompanying infants or toddlers who need a spot 
to ‘escape’ to during the worship service, feel free to make use of the “Quiet Room” 
off the side of the sanctuary, near the piano, where there you will find comfortable 
seating, toys, and a changing table all while being able to hear and see the worship 
service.  

Recording and streaming in use:  Please note that video cameras and 
microphones are capturing our worship services, and that the resulting 
content may be transmitted over Zoom, YouTube, or other platforms.  
Likewise, from time to time still photography of our worship services may be 

taken and used for church communications, websites, and other uses.  By your presence 
within the sanctuary, you are indicating your consent to the possibility that your likeness 
may be captured and used in any of these ways.

The Affirmation of Faith we are using throughout the season of Easter this year is 
assembled from brief excerpts of A Song of Faith: A Statement of Faith of The United Church of 
Canada.  Adopted in 2006, A Song of Faith seeks to provide a verbal picture of what The 
United Church of Canada understands its faith to be in the historical, political, social, and 
theological context of the early 21st century.  In 2012, A Song of Faith, together with the 
Statement of Faith of 1940 and A New Creed from 1968, was given place alongside the 
original Twenty Articles of Doctrine found in The United Church’s 1925 Basis of Union as 
one of our denomination’s official “subordinate standards”—that is to say, the 
confessions-of-faith we recognize as the authoritative statements of our belief, albeit with 
authority subordinate to that of Biblical scripture itself.  The entire text of A Song of Faith

Beware of Scams: A quick reminder to beware of 
suspicious emails or text messages purporting to 
be coming from Rev. Matt, other church staff, or 
the church office, asking you to take some sort of 
quick, urgent, and/or uncharacteristic action... 
Such messages are scams,and, unfortunately, 
circulate a few times a year, like the common 
cold. 
 These scam messages often follow a 
pattern: 1.) They usually at some point advise 
people NOT to call the person... they might be 
"too busy" or "in a meeting". 2.) They ask for 
help/favour without giving much information about the request. 3.) They typically 
indicate some level of urgency. 4.) If you do respond, they will respond back and 
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request a favour like send numbers on the back of gift cards (they will ask you to 
scratch the back of the gift card and send them the numbers), making a cash/bank 
transfer, or some other action that results in the transfer of money or sensitive 
information. 
 Let us be very clear: Neither Rev. Matt nor anyone else on the church staff 
would ever individually ask people for “a favour” that includes urgently 
purchasing something for him/them or the church, and to do so secretly. If the 
email/text states an “urgent” request or asks you to “reply quickly,” be cautious, 
call someone to verify the need before replying. 
 Indeed, if you get an email message like this, it is not from Rev. Matt or other 
CUC staff. They are a form of what is referred to as "phishing"... malicious 
individuals sending emails that look like they are from a known contact with the 
goal of getting the recipient to reply or take action. They are not the result of any 
sort of "hack" into a CUC email account; rather it's simply a malicious party 
impersonating a CUC account (just like anybody could send a physical letter in the 
mail with a phony return address, pretending to be you). Take a look at the actual 
email address from which the message came... for example, Pastor Matt uses his 
official CUC email (matt@cloverdaleunitedchurch.ca) for church-related matters. 
A scam emails will typically come from a fake address meant to fool the 
recipient—like “revmatthewemery@gmail.com” or 
“mattatcloverdaleunitedchurch@yahoo.com”—looking similar, but not actually 
the real address. 
 Lately we’ve also been hearing reports of scam text messages, coming from 
bogus cell phone numbers. Again, if it seems suspicious, it probably is; make sure 
to check the actual sending phone number, and if in doubt contact the purported 
sender by another means to double-check. 
 Finally, if you do receive this kind of phishing email, you can simply ignore 
and delete it… or, here are a couple of links that describe how you can report the 
fraudulent email, especially if the fake/fraudulent email address is a GMail 
address:

 The congregation is small—mostly 
seniors with a handful of youth, four of 
whom now help lead worship—and 
the choir is modest. But the impact is 
anything but small. Each month, about 
sixty meals are prepared and delivered 
through the LIFT program, feeding 
children, seniors, and neighbours who can’t leave home. The church hall hosts 
community groups and sports programs, and members pour hot chocolate at the 
Christmas parade. Service here isn’t occasional; it’s a habit. 
 When some members could no longer attend in person, the church brought 
worship online. What was expected to reach twenty people drew thousands. 
Prayer requests now arrive by email, and a painting of the sanctuary is being 
turned into cards to remind those who feel alone that they belong. 
 This is rural ministry: rooted, connected, and alive. Mission and Service helps 
sustain communities like Chipman, keeping churches at the centre of town life.
