      1. David discovers here:
“It is God’s will to take us from prison to praise
It is God’s will to take us from sackcloth to singing.”
      2. What kind of Praying did David do?
	a. David “Cried”. (v. 1)            b. David “Poured”. (v. 2)  
            c. David “Showed”. (v. 2)

B.) In the Cave, God knows my Walking. (v. 3)
      1. David is “Faint” or “Overwhelmed”.
      2. David is “Confident”.
Fact:
David realizes that just because he cannot see, 
it doesn’t mean that God is blind.

So Much So
In Adullam, David thought he was alone, but God did 2 things:
		#1. God sent him encouragers 
		#2. God sent him those who needed encouraging.

C.) In the Cave, God Feels my Infirmities. (Verves 4-5)
      #1. “I look to my right and saw; no one is concerned for me.” 
      #2. “I have no refuge.”
      #3. “No one cares for my life.”

Question: What do you remember when earthly friends are few?
Answer:   You’ll remember what David found out:
“I cry to you, O LORD; I say, "You are my refuge,
 my portion in the land of the living." (v. 5)

D.) In the Cave, God Restores My Soul. (verses 6-7)
      1. In these verses we see Three Appeals made by David.
		#1. “Listen to my cry” (v. 6)
		#2. “Rescue me from those who pursue me.” (v. 6)
		#3. “Set me free from my prison.” (v. 7)

Now Understand
“God goodness is on us” (v. 7)

      2. It was after the Cave of Adullam, that things begin to happen in David’s life.
