Luke 10, John 11, John 12

Luke 10:38–42


[38] Now as they went on their way, Jesus entered a village. And a woman named Martha 
welcomed him into her house. [39] And she had a sister called Mary, who sat at the Lord’s feet 
and listened to his teaching. [40] But Martha was distracted with much serving. And she went up 
to him and said, “Lord, do you not care that my sister has left me to serve alone? Tell her then to 
help me.” [41] But the Lord answered her, “Martha, Martha, you are anxious and troubled about 
many things, [42] but one thing is necessary. Mary has chosen the good portion, which will not 
be taken away from her.” (ESV)


John 12:1–8


[1] Six days before the Passover, Jesus therefore came to Bethany, where Lazarus was, whom Jesus 
had raised from the dead. [2] So they gave a dinner for him there. Martha served, and Lazarus was 
one of those reclining with him at table. [3] Mary therefore took a pound of expensive ointment 
made from pure nard, and anointed the feet of Jesus and wiped his feet with her hair. The house 
was filled with the fragrance of the perfume. [4] But Judas Iscariot, one of his disciples (he who 
was about to betray him), said, [5] “Why was this ointment not sold for three hundred denarii 
and given to the poor?” [6] He said this, not because he cared about the poor, but because he was 
a thief, and having charge of the moneybag he used to help himself to what was put into it. [7] 
Jesus said, “Leave her alone, so that she may keep it for the day of my burial. [8] For the poor you 
always have with you, but you do not always have me.” (ESV)


Reflection Questions:

1. Service. Martha served Jesus with her hands, but Jesus gently reminded her not to lose sight 

of why she was serving. What is one area of your life where your serving might have quietly 
shifted from loving Jesus to something else (like habit, people-pleasing, or keeping up 
appearances)?


2.  Sacrifice. Mary gave up something precious and irreplaceable to honour Jesus, even when 
others called it wasteful. What is something valuable to you — time, comfort, reputation, 
money, a dream — that Jesus might be inviting you to offer back to Him right now?


3.  Story. Lazarus didn't preach or serve at the table; his life itself was the testimony. When 
people around you observe your everyday life, what story does it tell about Jesus? Is He the 
main character in your life?
