Paul could not destroy slavery and 

maltreatment of women, children, 

and the elderly by unity and sheer 

willpower. He could not bring 

freedom to slaves by “democratic 

arguments” and votes. He could not 

march before the Roman Forum. It 

seems to me that for Paul freedom 

could be experienced even in the 

midst of a patriarchal culture and 

slavery (see Gal. 5:13-6:2). 



Osvaldo Padilla

In fact, freedom was already being 

experienced in the ecclesia, where what 

counted was being birthed by the Holy 

Spirit and serving one another as 

sisters and brothers in Christ… Let us 

not be mistaken: domination of women 

by men as often happens in patriarchal 

societies and slavery are evil. If we live 

in a nation that permits protestation 

against these evils, we should take full 

advantage to fulminate such evils. 



Osvaldo Padilla

Paul too wanted oppression to 

finish. But he did not live in a 

democratic country. His approach 

was missional. And this meant living 

in a godly manner in difficult 

stations of life, where the gospel 

could be preached with deeds and 

words. For the gospel alone can 

bring genuine change and freedom.

For Paul, there is no contradiction 

between the majesty of Christ and 

the humiliation of Christ. In some 

ways the latter defines the former: 

“When the crucified Jesus is called 

‘the image of the invisible God,’ the 

meaning is that THIS is God, and God 

is like THIS. God is not greater than 

he is in his humiliation. God is no 

more glorious than he is in this 

self-surrender.



Titus 2:15

You must teach these things and 

encourage the believers to do them. 

You have the authority to correct 

them when necessary, so don’t let 

anyone disregard what you say.
