 Peter, standing with the eleven, raised his voice and addressed the  
crowd: 22 “Fellow Israelites, listen to what I have to say: Jesus of  
Nazareth, a man attested to you by God with deeds of power, won- 
ders, and signs that God did through him among you, as you  
yourselves know 23 this man, handed over to you according to the 
definite plan and foreknowledge of God, you crucified and killed by  
the hands of those outside the law. 24 But God raised him up, having 
released him from the agony of death, because it was impossible for  
him to be held in its power. 25 For David says concerning him, ‘I saw  
the Lord always before me, for he is at my right hand so that I will  
not be shaken; 26 therefore my heart was glad, and my tongue  
rejoiced; moreover, my flesh will live in hope.

By his  
great mercy he has given us a new birth into a living hope through 
the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead 4 and into an  
inheritance that is imperishable, undefiled, and unfading, kept in 
heaven for you, 5 who are being protected by the power of God  
through faith for a salvation ready to be revealed in the last time.

Although the doors 
were shut, Jesus came and stood among them and said, “Peace be 
with you.” 27 Then he said to Thomas, “Put your finger here and see 
my hands. Reach out your hand and put it in my side. Do not doubt 
but believe.” 28 Thomas answered him, “My Lord and my God!” 
29

 Jesus said to him, “Have you believed because you have seen me? 
Blessed are those who have not seen and yet have come to believe.” 
30

 Now Jesus did many other signs in the presence of his disciples that 
are not written in this book. 31 But these are written so that you may 
continue to believe that Jesus is the Messiah, the Son of God, and 
that through believing you may have life in his name.
