
How to get to Fletcher Lake
Plan for about 3- 3.5 hours for travel time.  
· Go north on highway 97 to William’s Lake
· Go west on Highway 20 towards Bella Coola:  At about 95km, turn off  south   ( left) at Hanceville ( Lee’s Corner) onto the 700 Road.  This is a small community that was burned  in our big forest fires.  It is easy to miss, so watch for it – it is at the bottom of the long hill. If you get to Alexis Creek you have gone too far!
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Go straight on the 700 Road.  This is a good gravel road.  Go over the Chilcotin River (3.5km).   Do not turn off to the right – There are a couple of roads such as the one to Nehemiah Valley (ie stay straight at about 5 and 8.5km).  At the top of the hill you go through a large grassland (about 10.5km).  Carry on travelling the 700 Road for about 24.5km from Hwy 20.
· Our camp site is not the public forestry site.  We will be at another site at the north end of the lake.  Watch for our sign  ( “CCLF Retreat”) and turn off to the right.  If you get to the public Rec site (@ 25.5km) you have gone too far
· Follow a rougher road (about 1km) to the campsite.  We will be waiting for you!
· Set up your camp in any place you like.  Boat launching can be done to the left of the camp.  Ask for help if needed.
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
