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Introduction: Last week, the centurion taught us that faith understands authority.
Today, the two blind men teach us that faith must become personal.

They followed Jesus because of what they had heard about Him — but Jesus brought them into a private moment to ask them one question:

“Do YOU believe that I am able to do this?” (Matt. 9:28, BSB)

This miracle is a blueprint for how Jesus moves us from general faith — faith based on what we’ve heard — to personal faith, where we answer Him directly.

And then He activates the miracle: “According to YOUR faith…”

I. Matthew 9:27–31 (BSB)
[bookmark: 29][bookmark: 30][bookmark: 31][bookmark: 32]As Jesus went on from there, two blind men followed Him, crying out, “Have mercy on us, Son of David!” 28After Jesus had entered the house, the blind men came to Him. “Do you believe that I am able to do this?” He asked. “Yes, Lord,” they answered. 29Then He touched their eyes and said, “According to your faith will it be done to you.” 30And their eyes were opened. Jesus warned them sternly, “See that no one finds out about this!” 31But they went out and spread the news about Him throughout the land.

II. THE GOD PART — WHAT JESUS BROUGHT TO THE MOMENT
1. Jesus responded to their cry for mercy.
A. They cried out with revelation:
1) “Have mercy on us, Son of David!” which is a Messianic title. 
2) This title is significant as it shows the blind men's recognition of Jesus' true identity and their faith in Him as the Christ.
3) Mercy, in this context, is an appeal for healing and restoration.
B. Blind Bartimaeus also cried “Son of David” and received his sight (Mark 10:47–52).
C. The Canaanite woman cried “Son of David” and received deliverance (Matt. 15:22).
D. Revelation that is acted upon is the recipe of faith and it always moves Jesus.

2. Jesus went into a private place — and they followed Him there.
A. Jesus helps them move from a cry for mercy in the street into a private place where He can minister healing to them by drawing faith out of them.
B. Some miracles require a shift in environment — a place where faith becomes personal.
C. Jesus often removed people from the crowd before healing:
1) Jairus’ daughter — He put unbelief outside (Mark 5:40).
2) The deaf man — Jesus took him aside privately (Mark 7:33).
3) The blind man — Jesus led him out of the village (Mark 8:23). 
D. Jesus sometimes healed privately to protect His mission:
1) To manage the timing of His Messianic revelation — He didn’t want premature political expectations (Mark 1:44; Mark 7:36).
2) To avoid crowds that hindered His preaching ministry — His mission was to preach the kingdom (Luke 4:43).
3) To be received as Teacher, not only as Healer — crowds came for miracles, not Truth (John 6:26).
4) To create a personal moment of faith — this miracle required a private confession.
E. Jesus created the private moment; they stepped into it.

3. Jesus asked a faith‑revealing question.
A. Jesus asked:
1) “Do you believe that I am able to do this?” (Matt. 9:28) 
B. He wasn’t testing their desperation — He was activating their personal faith.
C. Jesus always draws out personal faith:
1) “Do you want to be healed?” (John 5:6)
2) “Do you believe this?” (John 11:26)
3) “Who do you say that I am?” (Matt. 16:15)
D. Faith must move from general to personal.

4. Jesus healed with a touch and a word.
A. Jesus touched their eyes and said:
1) “According to your faith will it be done to you.” (Matt. 9:29) 
B. This is consistent with the pattern of faith:
1) “Your faith has made you well.” (Mark 5:34)
2) “O woman,” Jesus answered, “your faith is great! Let it be done for you as you desire.” (Matt. 15:28)
3) “Then Jesus said to him, “Rise and go; your faith has made you well!” (Luke 17:19)
C. Jesus supplies the Word — your faith determines the breakthrough.


III. THE MAN PART — WHAT THE BLIND MEN DID
1. They FOLLOWED Jesus.
A. They couldn’t see Him — but in faith they followed Him home.
B. Faith moves even when sight is absent.
C. “For we walk by faith, not by sight.” (2 Cor. 5:7)
D. Faith is an act.

2. They CRIED OUT with revelation.
A. “Have mercy on us, Son of David!”
B. They recognized Him as the Messiah with the authority to heal them.
C. Revelation produces boldness.
3. They ENTERED the house.
A. Jesus went inside — and they followed Him in.
B. Faith follows Jesus into deeper places.
C. Faith makes a demand on the Word. (Jehovah Rapha-Healer)

4. They ANSWERED His question.
A. Jesus asked: “Do you believe I am able?”
B. They answered: “Yes, Lord.”
C. Jesus required a personal faith confession.
D. Faith must speak:
1) [bookmark: 28]“And everyone who lives and believes in Me will never die. Do you believe this?” “Yes, Lord, she answered…” (John 11:26-27)
E. Their answer “Yes, Lord” is a confession of His identity.
1) “Lord” is not casual — it is a confession of authority.
2) Combined with “Son of David,” it is a full recognition of Jesus as Messiah.
3) Their confession revealed heart faith, not just head faith.
F. This is why Jesus could say, “According to YOUR faith.”
G. Faith is not silent — it responds to the Word.


IV. HOW JESUS MADE THEIR FAITH PERSONAL
1. Jesus moved them from general faith to personal faith.
A. They had heard about Jesus.
B. They had followed Jesus.
C. They had cried out to Jesus.
D. But Jesus needed to help them release faith for themselves, personally:
1) “Do YOU believe…?”
E. Not:
1) “Do others believe?”
2) “Have you seen Me do this before?”
3) “Do you hope I can?”
F. Jesus asked:
1) “Do YOU believe I am able?”

2. Jesus helped them by asking a clarifying question.
A. He brought their faith from general to specific.
B. Not: “I believe Jesus can do miracles.”
C. But: “I believe Jesus can do THIS miracle for ME.”

3. Jesus helped them by requiring heart AND mouth confession.
A. This is the exact pattern Paul later describes: 
1) “With the heart one believes… and with the mouth confession is made…” (Rom. 10:10)
B. Their miracle happened at the intersection of:
1) Heart faith — “We believe You are able to heal us.”
2) Mouth confession — “Yes, Lord.”
C. This is why Jesus could say: 
1) “According to YOUR faith…”
D. Their confession proved their faith.

V. FAITH DYNAMICS — HOW THE MIRACLE WAS ACTIVATED
1. What they HEARD — reports of Jesus
2. What they BELIEVED — He is the Son of David
3. What they SAID — “Have mercy on us… Yes, Lord”
4. What they DID — followed Him indoors
5. How Jesus MADE IT PERSONAL — “Do you believe I am able?”
6. Heart faith + mouth confession — Romans 10:10
7. The ACTIVATION POINT — “According to your faith”
8. What FOLLOWED — their eyes were opened

VI. APPLICATION — HOW WE RECEIVE LIKE THE BLIND MEN
1. Follow Jesus even when you can’t see the outcome.
A. Faith moves without sight.

2. Cry out with revelation.
A. Call Him who He is — Messiah, Healer, Deliverer.

3. Move from following Jesus generally to meeting Him personally.
A. Their faith pursued Jesus past the crowd and into the private place.
B. Faith becomes personal when you respond to His voice, not just His reputation.
C. Some breakthroughs only happen when you stay with Jesus long enough to hear and respond to His voice.

4. Answer Jesus personally.
A. He still asks: “Do YOU believe I am able?”

5. Believe in your heart and confess with your mouth. 
A. Heart faith + mouth confession = activation.

6. Receive according to YOUR faith.
A. Not someone else’s faith.
B. Not the church’s faith.
C. Not the pastor’s faith.
D. Your faith.
