Hello Church!

The other day my husband was scrolling through
Facebook, and this image popped up on his feed
that he promptly shared with me, titled “The Rise of
the Micro Church.” 

I studied the image, and at first I was sad. More than
half of our denomination only worships with 50 or
fewer people on a Sunday. And while little churches
can be small and mighty, I know many of these
churches used to be the center of their
communities. 

But then, as I studied the image more, I was filled
with a little bit of pride (not arrogant pride, but
joyful pride) in the fact that our church worships
over 200 people on average at the moment. Which
puts us in that tiny little orange sliver around 98%
(and note, this chart is from 2023, so the orange
sliver might be around 99% today). 

Since our ushers take amazing attendance and have
for many, many years, I looked back, and in the 2015
time period, we only worshipped in the 101-150
category, meaning that we’ve bumped ourselves up
2 whole categories in the last 10 years! Praise God!

As I think about how we’ve grown, I can’t help but
think about why. And I know, #1 it’s because God is
Good! All the time! And #2 I believe it’s because we
have an amazing community of faith here, that
welcomes people and builds meaningful
relationships, while all of us grow in our faith. The
truth is, the Holy Spirit is felt here at Zion. 

So let’s keep growing! Let’s keep sharing the Gospel!
Let’s Praise God together and build more
relationships. Let’s be the Church together and praise
God every step of the way
