Sharing of the Elements: 
The ears of wheat are broken and scattered on the hillside to 
grow. 



 

Gathered, they are broken again and scattered throughout the 
city to make bread. 
The bread is scattered to each home and broken to make 
nourishment. 
Broken and scattered, broken and scattered, and some 
becomes Christ's body broken for us as we are the people of 
God scattered through the city and, perhaps, broken to give 
nourishment to others. (South Africa) 
 
Holy Mystery, God the Spirit, 
we call on you to transform these familiar things,  
as you continually transform the world around us. 
 
Bless this bread and this cup, 
 the wheat and the grape, 
 the farmer and the harvest, 
 the seed and the sower. 
 
So that in the sharing of these simple elements in community,  
we may taste and see your goodness,  
so that we might catch a glimpse of what it is to be in 
communion with you and with one another.
