“The fivefold ministry is the way Jesus is
present in the Church, and the way He
extends His own ministry through us.”
“Each of the five callings is not just a
ministry function. It is a mode of Christ’s
own presence in and through his Body.
To suppress any one of them is to
suppress a dimension of Jesus’ ongoing
ministry. The church that operates on 2
of 5 callings Is not just under-resourced.
It is presenting a partial picture of who
