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Introduction: The centurion taught us that faith understands authority.
The two blind men taught us that faith must become personal.
Today, Blind Bartimaeus teaches us that faith refuses to be silenced.
He was blind. He was begging. He was marginalized. He was ignored.
But he had something many seeing people lacked — revelation.

When Jesus passed by, Bartimaeus cried out with a title that only revelation could give:
“Jesus, Son of David, have mercy on me!” (Mark 10:47)

This miracle shows us how Jesus responds to persistent, focused, personal faith —
and how He still asks us the same question today: “What do you want Me to do for you?”

I. MARK 10:46–52
[bookmark: 48][bookmark: 49][bookmark: 50][bookmark: 51][bookmark: 52]Next, they came to Jericho. And as Jesus and His disciples were leaving Jericho with a large crowd, a blind beggar named Bartimaeus, the son of Timaeus, was sitting beside the road. 47When he heard that it was Jesus of Nazareth, he began to cry out, “Jesus, Son of David, have mercy on me!” 48Many people admonished him to be silent, but he cried out all the louder, “Son of David, have mercy on me!” 49Jesus stopped and said, “Call him.” So they called the blind man. “Take courage!” they said. “Get up! He is calling for you.” 50Throwing off his cloak, Bartimaeus jumped up and came to Jesus. 51“What do you want Me to do for you?” Jesus asked. “Rabboni,” said the blind man, “let me see again.” 52“Go,” said Jesus, “your faith has healed you.” And immediately he received his sight and followed Jesus along the road.

II. THE GOD PART — WHAT JESUS BROUGHT TO THE MOMENT
1. Jesus responded to a cry rooted in revelation.
A. Revelation produces faith, that produces corresponding action, that produces results.
1) Others saw Jesus as “Jesus of Nazareth.”
B. Bartimaeus cried out:
1) “Jesus, Son of David!”
2) This is a Messianic title — he recognized Jesus as the Christ.
2) This title is significant as it shows the Bartimaeus's recognition of Jesus' true identity and his faith in Him as the Christ.
3) Mercy, in this context, is an appeal for healing and restoration.
A. Two blind men also cried “Son of David” and received their sight (Matthew 9:27–31).
B. The Canaanite woman cried “Son of David” and her daughter was healed (Matthew 15:22).
C. Revelation that is acted upon is the recipe of faith and it always moves Jesus.
2. Jesus stopped for the cry of faith.
A. The crowd tried to silence him — but Jesus stopped for him.
B. Faith that refuses to be silenced always gets Jesus’ attention.
C. Luke 18:8 “…Nevertheless, when the Son of Man comes, will He find faith on earth?”
D. Jesus is always looking for faith and He always responds to faith.
E. Matthew 4:23 Jesus went throughout Galilee, teaching in their synagogues, preaching the gospel of the kingdom, and healing every disease and sickness among the people.
F. Notice the order:
1) Teaching: didaskó (did-as'-ko) to teach, to cause to learn, to instruct, to impart knowledge. 
a) To hold discourse with others in order to instruct them. Teaching is giving people specific information and instruction with the assumption that they will act upon this knowledge.
2) Preaching: kérussó (kay-roos'-so) to proclaim, or to preach a message publicly and with conviction and persuasion. 
a) Preaching assumes that people have been instructed correctly and that you are now encouraging them to act on what they know.
3) Healing: therapeuó (ther-ap-yoo'-o) care for, attend, serve, treat, especially of a physician; hence: I heal. Reverse a physical condition to restore a person having an illness (disease, infirmity).
G. Jesus’ first year in public ministry was known as the “Year of Obscurity” which is why He would often tell people to NOT go and publicize the miracle that they had received. 
H. Jesus needed the people to first receive Him as Teacher so that they could develop their own faith to receive instead of ONLY relying on the Anointing on Him as Healer.
I. There is the ministry of the healing evangelist but it is far better if you can learn to develop your own faith to be healed. 
J. When you can develop faith to be healed you will also develop faith to keep your healing and have faith to me able to effectively minister healing to others.
K. Romans 10:17 Consequently, faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the word of Christ.
L. Bartimaeus in calling out to Jesus as “Son of David” and to have “mercy” reveals that Bartimaeus had heard the Gospel (Good News) and now his faith was calling out to Jesus.
M. Jesus said:
1) “Call him.”
3. Jesus asked a faith‑revealing question.
A. Jesus asked:
1) “What do you want Me to do for you?” (Mark 10:51)
2) Jesus knew he was blind — but He wanted a personal faith confession.
B. Jesus always draws out our faith:
1) “Do you want to be healed?” (John 5:6)
2) “Do you believe this?” (John 11:26)
3) “Do you believe I am able?” (Matt. 9:28)
C. Real faith is of the heart and NOT a general faith that says:
1) Yes, I know Jesus can save,
2) Yes, I know Jesus can heal,
3) Yes, I know Jesus can provide,
4) Yes, I know Jesus can deliver.
D. Faith must be specific, and from the heart.
1) Yes, Jesus you ARE my Savior and I receive it, NOW!
2) Yes, Jesus you ARE my Healer and I receive it, NOW!
3) Yes, Jesus you ARE my Provider and I receive it, NOW!
4) Yes, Jesus you ARE my Deliverer and I receive it, NOW!
4. Jesus healed with a word of release.
A. Jesus said:
1) “Go, your faith has healed you.” (Mark 10:52)
2) “Receive your sight!” Jesus replied. “Your faith has healed you.”  (Luke 18:42)
3) Jesus gave the faith command — the faith that healed Bartimaeus was his. 
4) At that moment Bartimaeus’ faith made contact with the power of God and He was healed! 
B. This is consistent with the blueprint of faith:
1) “Your faith has made you well.” (Mark 5:34)
2) “According to your faith…” (Matthew 9:29)
C. Faith receives the miracle.

III. THE MAN PART — WHAT BARTIMAEUS DID
1. He HEARD.
A. “When he heard about Jesus…”
B. Romans 10:17 — “Faith comes by hearing…”
C. It is obvious that in 3.5 years of Jesus’ ministry that Bartimaeus has heard about Jesus and all that has been happening.
D. Bartimaeus recognizes Him from Scripture or perhaps someone preached to him that Jesus is the Messiah (Christ) or both.
E. Because he called out with such revelation and boldness it is also obvious that he has spent sometime meditating on if He can just get to Jesus he will be healed.
2. He CRIED OUT with revelation.
A. “Jesus, Son of David!”
B. He recognized Jesus’ identity.
C. Revelation produces boldness.
3. He REFUSED to be silenced.
A. “Many admonished him to be silent…”
B. But he cried out all the louder.
C. Faith refuses to be intimidated, embarrassed, or shut down.
4. He THREW OFF his cloak.
A. The cloak represented:
1) His identity as a beggar:
a) A beggar was required to have permission to beg from the local elders and the elders would have provided a special cloak that itself was proof of permission or a “license to beg.”
2) His past
3) His limitations
4) His old life
B. In an ACT OF FAITH – Bartimaeus throws off his cloak. He is casting off the very thing that has sustained him and identified his old life. 
C. He is saying: 
1) TODAY, IS MY DAY!
2) I am leaving this old life behind and entering into my new life, healed and whole!
D. At some point you must come to the place where enough is enough and leave the old life behind, throw off everything that has identified you of the former life and identity, and run into Jesus – Salvation, Healing, Provision, Deliverance…!
E. Faith throws off anything that contradicts the miracle you’re reaching for.
F. Faith is an ACT!
5. He ANSWERED Jesus personally.
A. Jesus asked:
4) “What do you want Me to do for you?”  
B. Bartimaeus answered:
1) “Rabboni, let me see again.”  
2) “Rabboni” means Lord or Master — a statement of honor and confession of His authority.
C. His request was specific, personal, and faith‑filled.

IV. HOW JESUS MADE HIS FAITH PERSONAL
1. Jesus helped him from general faith to personal faith.
A. He had heard about Jesus.
B. He had cried out to Jesus.
C. He had pursued Jesus.
D. But Jesus needed to know:
1) “What do YOU want?”

2. Jesus brought his faith to full expression.
A. Not: “I hope You can help me.”
B. But: “I want to see.”  
C. Faith must be specific and from the heart.

3. Jesus required heart faith AND mouth confession.
A. Paul describes the blueprint of the Word of faith:
1) “With the heart one believes…and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation…” (Romans 10:10) 
B. Bartimaeus’ miracle happened at the intersection of:
1) Heart faith — “I believe You will restore my sight.”
2) Mouth confession — “Rabboni, let me see again.”
D. This is why Jesus said:
1) “Your faith has healed you.”  
E. His confession proved his faith, which produced the miracle.

V. FAITH DYNAMICS — HOW THE MIRACLE WAS ACTIVATED
1. What he HEARD — At some point he heard about Jesus’ ministry, and that now He was passing by.
2. What he BELIEVED — Jesus is the “Son of David” or the Christ – He has the authority to heal me.
3. What he SAID — “Have mercy on me!”
4. What he DID — refused to be silenced
5. What he THREW OFF — his old identity
6. How Jesus MADE IT PERSONAL — “What do you want Me to do for you?”
7. Heart faith + mouth confession — Romans 10:10
8. The ACTIVATION POINT — “Your faith has healed you”
9. What FOLLOWED — he received his sight and followed Jesus

VI. APPLICATION — HOW WE RECEIVE LIKE BARTIMAEUS
1. Hear the Word only, until faith rises.
A. Faith begins with hearing.
B. Faith stops at the ? (Mark 9:23)
2. Cry out with revelation.
A. Call Him who He is — Christ, Savior, Healer, Deliverer and He will be that to you. 
3. Refuse to be silenced.
A. Don’t let the crowd, fear, or shame quiet your faith.
4. Throw off the old identity.
A. Let go of anything that contradicts what Jesus is doing in you.
5. Answer Jesus personally.
A. He still asks: “What do YOU want Me to do for you?”
6. Believe in your heart and confess with your mouth.
A. Heart faith + mouth confession = activation
7. Receive according to YOUR faith.
A. Not someone else’s faith.
B. Not the crowd’s faith.
C. Not the pastor’s faith.
D. Your faith!
