Estimate of Giving Update 
Church Council recently reviewed the Estimate of Giving responses for 2026 as well as the proposed Ministry 

Spending Plan.  Council adjusted the Spending Plan to reflect the anticipated receipts that project an additional 

1% in giving and revised the transfer from the staff development fund which is set aside to balance the budget 

if needed.

Jesus sums up all the Law, which includes 

stewardship, as love to God and one’s neighbor.  The perfect relationship that should exist between us as 

stewards and God is expressed in the word “love.”  It also expresses the relationship that should exist between 

the Christian steward and his neighbors.
