Weaver’s Writings: Written by Bill Weaver
Saved by Promise, Sent in Purpose

From the very beginning, God's plan was not based on human merit or perfect law-keeping, but on His own faithful
promise. When God called Abraham out of Ur of the Chaldeans, He made a covenant with him, a promise that through
his offspring, all nations would be blessed. The promise God made to Abraham some four thousand years ago finds its
fulfillment in Jesus, the Son of God.

There is a beautiful tension at the heart of the Christian life, we are saved by what God has promised, and we are
sent to live in His purpose. Too often, people separate these ideas. Some focus only on the promise, resting in salvation
but neglecting responsibility. Others emphasize purpose, working tirelessly but forgetting the foundation of grace.
Scripture holds both together in perfect balance.

We are saved by promise. God has always been a promise-maker, and more importantly, a promise-keeper. From
the earliest pages of Scripture, God declared His plan to redeem mankind. That promise finds its fulfillment in Jesus
Christ. As Paul writes, “For all the promises of God find their Yes in him” (2 Corinthians 1:20).

Our salvation is not based on human achievement but on God’s faithfulness. We are saved because God promised a
Savior (Genesis 3:15) and Christ fulfilled that promise (Luke 24:44). We receive that promise through obedient faith
(Hebrews 5:8-9). Passages like Romans 10:9-10 remind us that salvation is rooted in trusting what God has said and re-
sponding accordingly. That response includes confession, belief, repentance, and baptism (Acts 2:38; 1 Peter 3:21). We
are not saved by works of merit, but neither are we saved without faithful obedience to God’s revealed will.

Our confidence rests in the fact that God keeps His promises. Yet, salvation is not the end of the story, itis the be-
ginning of a calling. When God saves, He also sends. Abraham was blessed to be a blessing (Genesis 12:2) and Israel
was chosen to be a light to the nations (Isaiah 49:6). The church is called to proclaim the excellencies of Christ (1 Peter
2:9).

We are saved for purpose. That purpose includes becoming more like Christ (Romans 8:29), serving others
(Galatians 5:13), sharing the gospel (Mark 16:15), and reflecting the light of Christ in the world (Matthew 5:14-16).

The Christian life is lived between what God has done and what He calls us to do. We do not work to earn salvation,
but because we are saved, we cannot help but work. We do not serve out of fear, but out of gratitude. We do not live aim-
lessly, but with clear, God-given purpose.

Every Christian should wake up each day with two settled truths:
1 am saved because God keeps His promises.

1 am sent because God has a purpose for my life.
