About our worship space

sometimes appears to whole crowds. Jesus
is among the people for a period before he
ascends into heaven. While Jesus assures us
that he is always with us, there is special
empbhasis on this in Easter season. So we
are evoking this idea by placing a small
everyday table in the middle of the people,
reminding us that Jesus is in the midst of us
in our Sunday meal, the bread and wine.
