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Introduction: The woman with the issue of blood taught us that faith speaks, acts, and receives.
The centurion taught us that faith understands authority.
The two blind men taught us that faith must become personal.
Bartimaeus taught us that faith refuses to be silenced.
Today, Jairus teaches us that faith must overcome fear and doubt.
Jairus came to Jesus with urgency.
He fell at His feet.
He asked specifically.
Jesus agreed to go with him.
But then — delay.
Interruption.
Bad news.
Fear.
Pressure.
Voices saying, “Why bother?”
And into that moment Jesus spoke the clearest faith command in the Gospels:
“Do be afraid — just believe.”
This miracle shows us how Jesus shepherds us from fear‑shaken faith to fear‑resistant faith.

I. MARK 5:21–43 (BSB) (Matthew 9:18-26; Luke 8:40-56)
[bookmark: 23][bookmark: 24][bookmark: 25]MARK 5:21–24 When Jesus had again crossed by boat to the other side, a large crowd gathered around Him beside the sea. 22A synagogue leader named Jairus arrived, and seeing Jesus, he fell at His feet 23and pleaded with Him urgently, “My little daughter is near death. Please come and place Your hands on her, so that she will be healed and live.” 24So Jesus went with him, and a large crowd followed and pressed around Him.

WOMAN WITH THE ISSUE OF BLOOD (THE DELAY)

Instead, her condition had only grown worse. 27When the woman heard about Jesus, she came up through the crowd behind Him and touched His cloak. 28For she kept saying, “If only I touch His garments, I will be healed.” 29Immediately her bleeding stopped, and she sensed in her body that she was healed of her affliction. 30At once Jesus was aware that power had gone out from Him. Turning to the crowd, He asked, “Who touched My garments?” 31His disciples answered, “You can see the crowd pressing in on You, and yet You ask, ‘Who touched Me?’” 32But He kept looking around to see who had done this. 33Then the woman, knowing what had happened to her, came and fell down before Him trembling in fear, and she told Him the whole truth. 34“Daughter,” said Jesus, “your faith has healed you. Go in peace and be free of your affliction.”

The child is not dead, but asleep.” 40And they laughed at Him. After He had put them all outside, He took the child’s father and mother and His own companions, and went in to see the child. 41Taking her by the hand, Jesus said, “Talitha koum!” which means, “Little girl, I say to you, get up!” 42Immediately the girl got up and began to walk around (she was twelve years old). And at once they were utterly astounded.

II. THE GOD PART — WHAT JESUS BROUGHT TO THE MOMENT
1. Jesus responded to Jairus’ faith.
A. Jesus does not qualify Jairus or his daughter apart from faith alone. 
B. Jesus immediately agreed to go with him as Jairus had asked of Him.
C. Jesus always responds to faith.
D. Jesus’ willingness was never in question.

2. Jesus stayed with Jairus through the delay.
A. The woman with the issue of blood interrupted the journey.
B. Delay is not denial — but delay tests faith.
C. Jesus never left Jairus’ side.
D. Jesus is always with us even when the timeline shifts on the way to our miracle.

3. Jesus confronted the bad report.
A. “Your daughter is dead.”
B. “Why bother the Teacher anymore?”
C. Jesus overheard — and overruled.
D. When Jairus’ faith was shaken Jesus spoke the faith command giving Jairus a word to stand on: 
“Do not be afraid — just believe.”

4. Jesus took control of the environment.
A. He removed the mourners, mockers, and unbelief.
B. Faith often requires a change of atmosphere.
C. He only allows His inner circle – Peter, James, John, and the parents in the house.

5. Jesus raised the girl with a word and a touch.

H. Jesus, gives us an example to follow.
I. Too many are wasting time trying to pray when He has already given the victory that we must SAY!
J. The Word of God will always have the final say.

III. THE MAN PART — WHAT JAIRUS DID
1. He CAME to Jesus, in faith.
A. Faith requires that we place ourself at the feet of Jesus – the Word of God Himself.
B. Jesus was Heaven’s Kingdom representative on earth at that time.

2. He FELL at Jesus’ feet, in faith.
A. Jairus fell at His feet — a synagogue ruler risks his reputation.
B. Faith humbles itself.

3. He ASKED specifically, in faith.
A. “Lay Your hands on her so she may be healed and live.”
B. Faith is specific, not vague.
C. Faith knows what it wants from Jesus.

4. He WALKED with Jesus, in faith.
A. Jairus walked with Jesus and did not leave His side even when the delay occurred, and even when the death messengers arrived.
B. Faith is a journey, not a moment.
C. Faith stays with Jesus even when circumstances seem to get in the way.

5. He CONTINUED after the bad report, in faith.
A. “Your daughter is dead.”
B. “Why bother the Teacher?”
C. Jairus kept walking with Jesus.
D. Faith keeps moving when fear says stop.
E. Is anything too hard for the Lord?

IV. HOW JESUS MADE HIS FAITH PERSONAL
1. Jesus confronted his fear directly.
A.  “Do not be afraid — just believe.”
B. Jesus didn’t comfort his fear — He commanded his faith.
C. Faith and fear cannot coexist in the same decision.
D. Notice Jairus has not said anything since he first encountered Jesus getting out of the boat.
E. Jairus has released his faith and he has not moved from it.

2. Jesus brought his faith from healing faith to resurrection faith.
A. Jairus believed Jesus would heal his daughter.
B. Now Jesus needed Jairus to believe that He could raise the dead.
C. Jesus gave Jairus a word — a faith command — to stand on, and he did.

3. Jesus required heart faith AND mouth confession.
A. Paul describes this pattern:
“With the heart one believes…and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation…” (Rom. 10:10)  
B. Jairus’ miracle happened at the intersection of:
Heart faith — continuing with Jesus
Mouth confession — agreeing with Jesus’ word
C. This is why Jesus said:
“Do not be afraid — just believe.”
D. His agreement with Jesus proved his faith.

V. FAITH DYNAMICS — HOW THE MIRACLE WAS ACTIVATED
1. What he HEARD — reports of Jesus’ healing ministry.
2. What he BELIEVED — If Jesus lays His hands on her, she will live.
3. What he DID — humbled himself and fell at Jesus’ feet
4. What he SAID — his specific request “Please come and place Your hands on her, so that she will be healed and live.”
5. How he WALKED — stayed with Jesus through the delay
6. The BAD REPORT — “Your daughter is dead”
7. Jesus’ COMMAND — “Do not be afraid — just believe.”
8. The ENVIRONMENT — unbelief removed
9. The ACTIVATION POINT — continuing with Jesus after the bad report
10. What FOLLOWED — resurrection 

VI. APPLICATION — HOW WE RECEIVE LIKE JAIRUS
1. Come to Jesus first — not last.
A. Faith begins with movement toward Jesus, not away from Him.
B. Before you call a friend, Google a symptom, or rehearse the worst‑case scenario — come to Jesus.
2. Ask specifically — put your faith into words.
A. Jairus didn’t say, “Lord, do something.”
B. He said exactly what he wanted: “Lay Your hands on her so she will live.”  
C. Vague prayers produce vague results — specific faith produces specific miracles.
3. Walk with Jesus through delays — don’t interpret delay as denial.
A. The woman’s miracle slowed everything down.
B. When the timeline shifts, stay in step with Jesus — He is still moving even when it feels like nothing is happening.
4. Reject fear if the news gets worse.
A. Fear is the enemy of faith.
B. Jesus didn’t say, “Try not to fear.”
He commanded: “Do not be afraid — just believe.”
C. When fear rises, answer it ONLY with the Word Jesus gave you.
5. Protect the environment of your faith.
A. Jesus removed the mourners, mockers, and unbelief.
B. You must do the same.
C. Silence voices that speak death, doubt, or discouragement.
D. Fear tolerated, is faith contaminated.
6. Believe in your heart and confess with your mouth.
A. Heart faith + mouth confession = activation.
B. Agree with what Jesus said, not what fear says.
C. Keep your confession aligned with the Word Jesus gave you.
7. Continue with Jesus until the miracle manifests.
A. Jairus kept walking with Jesus after the bad report — that was his activation point.
B. Faith keeps moving.
C. Faith keeps believing.
D. Faith stays with Jesus until the breakthrough shows up.
