Portions of the Farewell Discourse of John’s Gospel

John13:1 Now before the festival of the Passover, Jesus knew that his hour had come
to depart from this world and go to the Father. Having loved his own who were in
the world, he loved them to the end. 2 The devil had already decided that Judas
son of Simon Iscariot would betray Jesus. And during supper 3 Jesus, knowing that
the Father had given all things into his hands and that he had come from God and
was going to God, * got up from supper, took off his outer robe, and tied a towel
around himself. ®> Then he poured water into a basin and began to wash the
disciples’ feet and to wipe them with the towel that was tied around him.

12 After Jesus had washed their feet, had put on his robe, and had reclined again,
he said to them, “Do you know what | have done to you? 3 You call me Teacher
and Lord, and you are right, for that is what | am. 1 So if |, your Lord and Teacher,
have washed your feet, you also ought to wash one another’s feet. 1° For | have set
you an example, that you also should do as | have done to you.

33 Little children, | am with you only a little longer. You will look for me, and as |
said to the Jews so now | say to you, ‘Where | am going, you cannot come.” 3*| give
you a new commandment, that you love one another. Just as | have loved you, you
also should love one another. 3° By this everyone will know that you are my
disciples, if you have love for one another.”

36 Simon Peter said to him, “Lord, where are you going?” Jesus answered, “Where
| am going, you cannot follow me now, but you will follow afterward.” 3’ Peter said
to him, “Lord, why can | not follow you now? | will lay down my life for

you.” 38 Jesus answered, “Will you lay down your life for me? Very truly, | tell you,
before the cock crows, you will have denied me three times.

lohn 141 “Dg not let your hearts be troubled. Believe in God; believe also in me. %In
my Father’s house there are many dwelling places. If it were not so, would | have
told you that | go to prepare a place for you? 3 And if | go and prepare a place for
you, | will come again and will take you to myself, so that where | am, there you
may be also. * And you know the way to the place where | am going.” > Thomas
said to him, “Lord, we do not know where you are going. How can we know the
way?” © Jesus said to him, “l am the way and the truth and the life. No one comes



to the Father except through me. ’ If you know me, you will know my Father also.
From now on you do know the Father and have seen the Father.”

& Philip said to him, “Lord, show us the Father, and we will be satisfied.” ° Jesus
said to him, “Have | been with you all this time, Philip, and you still do not know
me? Whoever has seen me has seen the Father. How can you say, ‘Show us the
Father’? 1° Do you not believe that | am in the Father and the Father is in me? The
words that | say to you | do not speak on my own, but the Father who dwells in
me does his works. ! Believe me that | am in the Father and the Father is in me,
but if you do not, then believe because of the works themselves. 1? Very truly, | tell
you, the one who believes in me will also do the works that | do and, in fact, will
do greater works than these, because | am going to the Father. 131 will do
whatever you ask in my name, so that the Father may be glorified in the Son. **If
in my name you ask me for anything, | will do it.

15“f you love me, you will keep my commandments. ¢ And | will ask the Father,
and he will give you another Advocate, to be with you forever. ¥’ This is the Spirit
of truth, whom the world cannot receive because it neither sees the Spirit nor
knows the Spirit. You know the Spirit because the Spirit abides with you, and the
Spirit will be in you.

18 “ will not leave you orphaned; | am coming to you. ¥ In a little while the world
will no longer see me, but you will see me; because | live, you also will live. 2°On
that day you will know that | am in my Father, and you in me, and I in you. 2! They
who have my commandments and keep them are those who love me, and those
who love me will be loved by my Father, and | will love them and reveal myself to
them.” 22 Judas (not Iscariot) said to him, “Lord, how is it that you will reveal
yourself to us and not to the world?” 23 Jesus answered him, “Those who love me
will keep my word, and my Father will love them, and we will come to them and
make our home with them. 2 Whoever does not love me does not keep my words,
and the word that you hear is not mine but is from the Father who sent me.

25 “| have said these things to you while | am still with you. 2 But the Advocate,
the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in my name, will teach you everything
and remind you of all that | have said to you. 2’ Peace | leave with you; my peace |
give to you. | do not give to you as the world gives. Do not let your hearts be
troubled, and do not let them be afraid.
