Weaver’s Writings: Written by Bill Weaver
Bridging the Gap

In the body of Christ, we find one of the most beautiful and powerful realities of the church, the gathering of
generations. Young and old, seasoned saints and new converts, those who have walked with the Lord for dec-
ades and those who are just beginning to understand His grace. We are all called to serve together as one
family. Yet too often, we allow the gaps between our generations to remain unbridged. We sit in the same
building, sing the same hymns, and share the same faith, but we miss the opportunity to truly serve alongside
one another.

Titus 2:2-4 reveals God's design for the church family, generations teaching and serving together. The
older instructing the younger. Wisdom being passed down. Experience mentoring enthusiasm. This is not op-
tional; it is the biblical pattern.

Consider for a moment what we lose when generations serve in isolation. The younger members miss out
on the guidance, stability, and wisdom that come from years of walking with the Lord. They face life's challenges
without the benefit of those who have already navigated similar waters. Meanwhile, older members miss the
energy, fresh perspectives, and renewed passion that younger believers bring. They may find themselves dis-
connected from the changing world and lacking the encouragement that comes from seeing new believers grow.
Both groups are poorer for the separation.

The Scriptures are filled with examples of intergenerational service and mentorship. Moses trained Joshua to
lead Israel into the Promised Land. Elijah poured into Elisha, preparing him to continue the prophetic ministry.
Paul invested in Timothy and Titus, teaching them to shepherd the churches. Barnabas took Mark under his wing
when Paul was ready to give up on him. The pattern is clear: God's work has always been passed from one gen-
eration to the next through relationships and service.

Here at PGR, we have countless opportunities to bridge these gaps. Our youth group needs adults who will
invest in their spiritual growth, not just as teachers, but as mentors and friends. Our older members need
younger hands to help with tasks that have become difficult, but more importantly, they need the encourage-
ment and companionship that younger members can provide. Our outreach ministries need the combined
strengths of all ages: the wisdom and experience of the older, the energy and creativity of the younger, working
together for the kingdom.

The church is not meant to be a collection of separate groups existing in the same building. It is meant to
be a unified family, spanning generations, united in Christ and in service to Him. When we bridge the gaps be-
tween our generations, we demonstrate to the world the power of the gospel to bring together what the world
would keep apart. We show that the love of Christ transcends age, culture, and preference. We become a living
testimony to the unity that Paul describes in Ephesians 4:16: "from whom the whole body, joined and held to-
gether by every joint with which it is equipped, when each part is working properly, makes the body grow so
that it builds itself up in love."
