2) Read aloud Psalm 29.  (If you are in a group of two or more, divide into two groups—Reader(s) A: 1-11, odd; Reader(s) B:  2-10, even.)

3) In Psalm 29, what is the impact of the voice of the Lord on nature?  On the angels?  On you?  

4) What path does the storm take (vs. 5-8)?

5) What is the significance of the name of the LORD (“Yahweh/Jehovah”) being repeated 18 times?

6) When the storm passes (v. 10), what then?

7) Why do we desperately need God’s strength?  Why do you?

8) What does it mean for the believer to affirm God’s power and presence (1 Chronicles 16:11-12; Joshua 1:9)?

9) What lessons can you apply from the Apostle Paul when it comes to admitting your own weakness (2 Corinthians 12:9)? 

10) Read John 15:1-8.  In what areas are you aligned with God’s will?  In what areas do you need to be?

11) Why is it that we so often fail to ask God for the strength that we need?  What areas (if any) are you hesitant to bring before the Lord in prayer today? 

[bookmark: _GoBack]12)  Read John 2:5.  Review, discuss and apply the fifth step in receiving God’s strength. What is it that your Lord wants you to do in response to His Word today?  Respond in prayer and “give honor to the Lord” for the marvelous deeds He has done for you.
