Camryn Frey is an energetic, sassy little girl who
was unexpectedly diagnosed with End Stage
Kidney Disease and a Wilms tumor in March 2025.
At 2% years old, she went from playing to being
hospitalized in the PICU after swelling, loss of
appetite, and very high blood pressure. She had a
bilateral nephrectomy, chemotherapy, and months
of dialysis (hemo in hospital and peritoneal at
home). Despite everything, Camryn is joyful and
resilient — but she needs a kidney transplant to
have a chance at a normal childhood.

We are hoping for a living donor so Camryn can get
a transplant this summer. If you are healthy, willing

to be tested, and want to learn more about being a
living kidney donor, please:
