You are invited to take an empty, individual cup from the silver tray near the baptismal font, and red wine, the blood of Christ, will be poured for you at the altar rail. You will also find red grape juice, the blood of Christ, in sealed individual cups in that same tray. As you come to the altar rail, you may stand or kneel as you are able, and the minister will place bread, the body of Christ, in your hand. If you are in need of a gluten free host, please let the minister know. If you prefer not to receive the Communion elements, Jesus still invites you into His Holy Communion; at the altar rail you may fold your arms and the minister will pray with and bless you.

We believe the varied sounds and actions from children of all ages during worship is evidence of Jesus among us, and bears witness to the life, growth, present and future of the Church. If your child makes noise, you are not bothering anyone, you are blessing everyone. If you would like an activity bag for your child during worship, please ask the greeter who handed you this bulletin.

(Pentecost was a Jewish harvest festival that marked the fiftieth day after Passover. Luke portrays the Holy Spirit being poured out upon the disciples before the gathered and astonished people assembled in Jerusalem for the festival. Filled with the Spirit, the disciples were able to witness to the power of Christ’s resurrection.)

A reading from Acts: 
1 When the day of Pentecost had come, [the apostles] were all together in one place. 2 And suddenly from heaven there came a sound like the rush of a violent wind, and it filled the entire house where they were sitting. 3 Divided tongues, as of fire, appeared among them, and a tongue rested on each of them. 4 All of them were filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in other languages, as the Spirit gave them ability.

  5 Now there were devout Jews from every people under heaven living in Jerusalem. 6 And at this sound the crowd gathered and was bewildered, because each one heard them speaking in the native language of each. 7 Amazed and astonished, they asked, “Are not all these who are speaking Galileans? 8 And how is it that we hear, each of us, in our own native language? 9 Parthians, Medes, Elamites, and residents of Mesopotamia, Judea and Cappadocia, Pontus and Asia, 10 Phrygia and Pamphylia, Egypt and the parts of Libya belonging to Cyrene, and visitors from Rome, both Jews and proselytes, 11 Cretans and Arabs—in our own languages we hear them speaking about God’s deeds of power.” 12 All were amazed and perplexed, saying to one another, “What does this mean?” 13 But others sneered and said, “They are filled with new wine.”

  14 But Peter, standing with the eleven, raised his voice and addressed them, “Fellow Jews and all who live in Jerusalem, let this be known to you, and listen to what I say. 15 Indeed, these are not drunk, as you suppose, for it is only nine o’clock in the morning. 16 No, this is what was spoken through the prophet Joel:

 that I will pour out my Spirit upon all flesh,
  and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy,
 and your young men shall see visions,
  and your old men shall dream dreams.

We need one another’s diverse spiritual gifts because the same Spirit has given them to each person for the common good.)

A reading from 1st Corinthians.
3b No one can say “Jesus is Lord” except by the Holy Spirit.

Pray in May: Refreshed and Renewed
Sisters and brothers in Christ, 
During the month of May, echoing the prophets and saints who have gone before us, I am personally inviting all of you to be Refreshed and Renewed; to Pray in May. 
The call to pray rings throughout scripture: 1 Thessalonians 5:16–18, Ephesians 6:18, Philippians 4:4–7, and Colossians 4:2–4. Life in the early church was bound together by prayer: Acts 2:42. Therefore, let us, too, be bound together, Refreshed and Renewed, through prayer.  
Maybe you have an idea about how to renew your prayer life. Maybe you have no idea where to start. In any case, here’s how I am renewing mine, and I invite you to use my structure as it suits you:
1. Find a time and space to pray out loud. It’s best if the time is the same each day for the sake of structure and consistency. For me, it’s right before lunch. I also encourage you to pray out loud because Jesus promised us that when we pray, God listens. 
2. Identify someone or something to pray for. In this season of life and ministry, I will pray for the Holy Spirit to embrace all on our Parish Prayer List, the Parish Prayer List at Shepherd of The Glen, and name each person out loud before God. I will then pray for the Church and world as a whole; that God’s Spirit of peace be known to all people. Maybe you’d like to pray something like the Prayer of St. Francis, or the full Serenity Prayer; all of which are powerful prayers which have united Christians for centuries.  
3. Spend 1-2 minutes in silence before God. The Holy Spirit moves in many ways. When we silence our hearts and minds before God, it creates space for the Spirit. If you are “not good and being silent or still,” I encourage you to try being silent and still for smaller increments of time. 
Lastly, I’d like to encourage you; no one is good at anything the first, or even the tenth time they try something new. It takes practice and consistency; silence, stillness, quietness, and prayer in general, are of no exception. Keep at it. Ask for help if needed. May God’s grace and peace be with you now and always, in Jesus’ name.
