
Romans 16:17-27 Prayer Guide 

READ Romans 16:17-27 (prayer prompts follow CSB wording) 

REVERENCE 
- Identify and celebrate God’s praiseworthy attributes. 

• (ie, he is the God of peace (vs. 20); he is wise (vs. 27)) 

- PRAYER PROMPTS (vs. 20, 25-27) 
• Lord, I praise you because you (can, will, are, have)… 
• Lord, to you be the glory forever because… 

RESPONSE 
- Surrender to God and his ways. 

- PRAYER PROMPTS (vs. 19) 
• Lord, help me glorify you through my obedience to you as I… 
• Lord, help me be wise about what is good and innocent about what is evil as I… 

REQUESTS 
- Ask the Spirit to guide your prayer over concerns, relationships, and resources 

- PRAYER PROMPTS (vs. 20-23, 25) 
• Father, may the grace of our Lord Jesus be with (me/person) as (he/she/I)… 
• Father, please provide (me/person) with encouragement through the church as (I/he/

she)… 
• Father, please strengthen (me/person) according to your gospel as (I/he/she)… 

READINESS 
- Encouragement and strength for the spiritual battle 

- PRAYER PROMPTS (vs. 17-20) 
• Lord, protect us from divisions and obstacles contrary to the gospel as we… 
• Lord, help us avoid those who deceive with smooth talk and flattering words as we… 
• Lord, guard us with your grace and peace as we… 

• Group response after each prayer: “The God of peace will soon crush Satan under 
your feet.” (Vs. 20)
