My response to today’s message

Information without application falls short of God’s best for us.  He wants us to apply what we learn so that we will change and grow, becoming more like Christ.  The following questions are for personal and group study.

1) The most fundamental question in life is:  “Why am I here?  What is my purpose in life?”  How does the Bible answer this?  

2) When we please God, we worship God.  In what ways is “worship” one of the most misunderstood and misused words today?  How would most people “on the street” define “worship”?  How would most people “in the church” define “worship”?

3) Read Genesis 6.  What does “The Lord was grieved that he had made man” mean (v.6)?  Why do you think God chose Noah?  Why is Noah an example of someone who made God smile?

[bookmark: _GoBack]4) Review, discuss and apply what the Bible says about loving God above everything else.  How do you respond to the truth that we please God when we love Him above all else?

5) When we trust God completely, we please Him.  Review and discuss how Noah lived this principle.  If you were Noah, what would you have thought if God told you to build a boat the size of a football stadium in a landlocked area?

6) The evidence of loving God is obeying God (see John 14:21) wholeheartedly.  What do you think was the hardest thing Noah faced in building the ark?  How was Noah an example of wholehearted obedience?  Is God asking you to do something difficult?  How does Noah’s example give you courage to trust and obey your Lord?

7) God smiles on our lives when we fulfill His purposes. How does your life line up with the purpose of “Know Christ and Make Him Known”?  Take five minutes of silence to listen as you ask God this question:  “Where is one place that you want me to step out in faith and fulfill your purposes, Lord?”  Write down your response.  Share with someone else what you heard in the silence… or what you felt about this question.  

Pray with and for one another in your small group, focusing on the outreach strategy Prayer—Care–Share this week.  Who is your One? 
 
What is the main thing that God has impressed upon you today?

What are you going to do about it?
