Scripture Readings: 	Genesis 12: 1 – 9
1 The Lord had said to Abram, “Go from your country, your people and your father’s household to the land I will show you.
2 “I will make you into a great nation, and I will bless you;
I will make your name great, and you will be a blessing.
3 I will bless those who bless you, and whoever curses you I will curse; and all peoples on earth will be blessed through you.”
4 So Abram went, as the Lord had told him; and Lot went with him. Abram was seventy-five years old when he set out from Harran. 5 He took his wife Sarai, his nephew Lot, all the possessions they had accumulated and the people they had acquired in Harran, and they set out for the land of Canaan, and they arrived there.

Thank you so much for all your consideration.

As most of you know that at the AGM in March our Financial outlook isn't very good. To help our financial situation we were approached by 2 women Shireen and Deelan about starting a Daycare at Trinity Memorial. I introduced them to everyone at that time.  Their plan at this time would be to lease the Lower Assembly (this would include the hall toilets during the weekdays). This would produce $30,000 for the 1st year and $36,000 the 2nd year of the lease. 
Trinity Memorial would need to spend approximately $10,000 from our Capital funds meant for building upgrades. This would be to replace the flooring in the Lower Assembly and add fencing under the upper level stairs to enclose them in.
This is a 1-time expenditure. Keep in mind that this extra revenue will help our finances for years to come. 
A Proposal has been written with both women and members of the Board. They have submitted the 500-page application to Fraser Health, which has been approved requiring an inspection as the next step. 
This report is for everyone to know where we are headed.
