The Enoch Walk (Genesis 5:21-27)

Things to think about:

What does the phrase “walked with God” (or “walked faithfully with
God”) likely mean in this context and what does it mean for our lives?

Is there something in the text that suggests what drew Enoch’s walk
closer in relationship to God?

Methuselah is mentioned as Enoch’s son and is known for having the
longest recorded lifespan in the Bible. How does the focus of the text on
Enoch differ from the brief mention of Methuselah in verses 25-277?

Why do you think the writer of Genesis highlights Enoch so distinctly in
this genealogy chapter that is otherwise a list of names, ages, and “he
died”?

How do these passages in Hebrews 11:5 and Jude 14-15 expand our
understanding of the Genesis account?

What practical lessons about faith, obedience, or relationship with God
can modern readers draw from Enoch’s example of “walking with God”?

Genesis 5 traces the foundational line of people from Adam through
Seth to Noah and His children. How does Enoch fit into the broader
theme of this chapter and the flood to come?
