Weaver’s Writings: WriƩen by Bill Weaver 
Navigating Change with God’s Guidance 

Change is a part of life. Families change. Congregations change. Health, work, relationships, com-
munities, and responsibilities all pass through different seasons. Some changes bring joy and oppor-
tunity, while others bring uncertainty, grief, or fear. Yet for the Christian, change never has to be faced 
alone. The same God who guided His people through wilderness, difficult transitions, and uncertain 
tomorrows still guides His people today through His word, His promises, and His providential care. 

While our circumstances may change, God does not. The Lord said through the prophet Malachi, 
“For I the LORD do not change; therefore you, O children of Jacob, are not consumed” (Malachi 3:6). 
In a world where so much can feel unstable, the unchanging character of God gives His people confi-
dence. His truth remains firm. His promises remain trustworthy. His commands remain right. His love 
and faithfulness remain sure. 

When change comes, our first response should be to seek God’s wisdom. 
James writes, “If any of you lacks wisdom, let him ask God, who gives generously to all without re-
proach, and it will be given him” (James 1:5). We may not always know what to do next, but we can 
always turn to the One who does. God has not promised to reveal every detail of the future, but He 
has given us all we need to walk faithfully in the present. His word is “a lamp to my feet and a light to 
my path” (Psalm 119:105). A lamp may not show the entire road at once, but it gives enough light 
for the next step. 

Change also calls us to trust rather than panic. Proverbs 3:5–6 teaches, “Trust in the LORD with 
all your heart, and do not lean on your own understanding. In all your ways acknowledge him, and he 
will make straight your paths”. Human understanding is limited. We often see only the difficulty, the 
loss, or the uncertainty. God sees the whole picture. Trusting Him means submitting our plans, atti-
tudes, decisions, and fears to His will. 

The greatest source of courage in change is the presence of the Lord. Before His ascension, Jesus 
told His apostles, “And behold, I am with you always, to the end of the age” (Matthew 28:20). Those 
words remind us that the work of the kingdom continues under the authority and care of Christ. 
We do not move forward alone. Whether we are facing personal uncertainty or congregational transi-
tion, the Lord is with His people as they abide in His word and seek to do His will. 

As we navigate change, let us do so prayerfully, scripturally, and faithfully. Let us be slow to fear, 
quick to pray, eager to search the Scriptures, and determined to encourage one another. Change may 
alter our circumstances, but it does not alter our God, our Savior, our mission, or our hope. With 
God’s guidance, every season can become an opportunity to trust Him more deeply and serve Him 
more faithfully.
