Sermon: Worship Pastors Perspective
Primary Texts: 1 Peter 4:10, Colossians 3:16, Hebrews 2:12

Discussion guide:
· When you hear the word “worship,” what is the first thing that comes to mind?
 o How has your understanding of worship changed over the years?
· Read 1 Peter 4:10
 o What does Peter say every believer has received?
 o What does it mean to be a steward of God’s grace?
 o How does this verse challenge the idea that ministry is only for pastors or church staff?
 o What gifts has God given you that could be used to serve others?
· Read Colossians 3:16
 o According to Paul, what is supposed to dwell in us richly?
 o How are singing and spiritual formation connected in this passage?
 o Why do you think God uses music as a tool for teaching and shaping His people?
 o Can you think of a song that has helped strengthen your faith during a difficult season?
· Read Romans 12:1-2
 o How are we being shaped by the world around us?
 o What are some “false stories” our culture tells us about identity and success?
 o How does gathered worship help reorient us toward what is true?
·  Read Hebrews 10:24-25
 o Why is gathering together regularly important for the Christian life?
 o Have there been seasons when the faith of other believers carried you when your own faith felt weak?
 o How can your presence and participation encourage others in worship?
· Read Hebrews 2:12
 o What stands out to you about the picture of Jesus singing among His people?
 o How does it change your perspective to know that Jesus is the ultimate Worship Leader?
 o How does this truth free us from performance, comparison, or self-condemnation?
Take a moment as a group to sit quietly with your hands open.
Ask:
 • What burden do I need to release to Jesus today?
 • What gift has God entrusted to me that I need to steward more faithfully?
 • How can I help others know God through that gift this week?
Close in prayer, thanking Jesus for being our perfect High Priest who receives, perfects, and presents our worship before the Father.
