THE COMMUNING HEART
(Luke 11:1-13)

Missionary William Carey said it well:
“Prayer – secret, fervent, believing prayer, lies at the
 root of all personal godliness.”

Question: How does prayer effect us?
Answer:   In prayer, real prayer, we begin to think God’s thoughts
                 after Him, to desire the things He desires, to love the things 
                 He loves, to will the things He wills!

The Three Basic Types of Prayer
A. Worship, Praise and Thanksgiving. (v. 2)
      Fact: This results from a conscious awareness of God’s 
                presence in my life.
      Fact: Prayer is surrender -- surrender to the will of 
                God and cooperation with that will. 
      Fact: Prayer is not pulling God to my will, but the aligning 
                of my will to the will of God.

B.) Petition and Confession. (vs. 3-4)
Fact:
This is when I bring my personal needs to the Lord, 
who waits for me to ask. I come boldly in faith, praying for wisdom, guidance, strength and provisions. I pray for forgiveness, healing, finances, a job, boldness to witness, pure motives for service, pure
attitudes towards all people, etc.

C.) Intercession and Supplication. (vs. 5-13)
      Fact: Intercessory prayer is when I reach out beyond myself and 
                pray, not for my own needs, but for the needs of those 
                around me.
      Fact: The apostle Paul said these words: “The weapons of our 
                warfare are not carnal”, because we are not in a physical 
                battle. We are in a spiritual battle, so our weapons to 
                win the victory are spiritual. (2 Corinthians 10:3-5)
      Fact: Prayer is where the battle is won or lost.
      Question: What makes prayer effective?
      Answer:    Ephesians 6:18, says: 
“Praying always with all prayer and
supplication in the Spirit.”
